The DMM scholarship opportunity is not just another solo competition; it is an entire educational experience.  This event begins on Sunday, January 29th with a full day rehearsal.  The dancers have a group photo taken for the program, work with a choreographer on an opening routine, and prepare for the performance.  The event continues with a full weekend on February 10th-12th that includes a personal interview with the judges.  Where else can these dancers gain valuable interview experience?   Dancers also choose to take 2, 3, or 4 audition classes in Ballet, Jazz, Tap, and Acrobatics.  The experience ends with a professionally organized performance where numerous scholarships are awarded. 

     The title winners selected are expected to perform at our DMM performing arts competition as guests, and are required to represent Michigan at the Dance Masters of America in California  this summer from approximately July 1st -9th (from the mandatory meeting thru the convention banquet).  DMM helps make the national experience more affordable for our title winners by giving them a national convention scholarship, a flight to nationals, and a cash scholarship.  What other regional competition helps with finances in such a generous way? 

    Every participant receives a full day production rehearsal, interview experience, 2 to 4 dance classes, an outstanding performance experience, a T-shirt, complimentary program, and 2 complimentary guest tickets for their show, as well as complimentary admission to the other performances for the dancers themselves.   DMM provides this entire opportunity for just $125 per dancer.

Your DMM teacher has a copy of the rules for this event.  Please review them carefully.  Take note that DMM and DMA require that music, costume, and choreography be age suitable.  Deductions will be made if the judges determine that it is not age appropriate.  Also note that failure to follow the rules results in point deductions.   

Complete details will be sent to participating dancers in early January.  This is just a simple

review of the required dates.
